3. Students should be prepared to answer questions about their project.  
4. Display board may include but is not limited to:  

A. A timeline showing the events that took place, if relevant to 
project. 

B. Pictures or a map, whether drawn or copied.   
C. Any relevant information that the student feels the audience would 

like to know about his or her project. 
D. A bibliography of at least 3 books or websites that the
