Student Responsibilities

Be on time

Be prepared for class (planner/pencil)

Appropriate behavior on campus

Appropriate dress (no dress code violations male or female - e.g. no ripped/frayed clothes, saggy pants, shorts that are down to finger tips)

Appropriate subject matter for art projects (any deviation from appropriate subject matter will result in a grade reduction)

No foul/abusive language

No talking back to others (students or teachers)

No gum on school campus at any time

No food or beverage in class except bottled water

No fighting (real or “play”)

No running in class

No throwing of pencils/art supplies

No abuse of supplies (e.g. taking supplies out of the classroom)

No hats worn during school (this also means between classes) except lunch recess or P.E.

No cell phones (only to be in backpacks and turned off during the school day)

No skateboards/ripstiks/ on campus
No bicycle riding on campus

No facial jewelry

No student phone calls made during class

No yelling

Unexcused tardies or behaviors that violate the student responsibilities will be given a verbal warning first and then result in a detention or other appropriate discipline (dependent on the severity of the infraction).

Note: If during the course of the semester a substitute teacher is needed, all students will be expected to sit in their assigned seats and treat the teacher as a guest with the utmost respect. Any problems that the substitute teacher encounters during a class will be treated as a violation of the student responsibilities and be disciplined accordingly.
