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   Reading Strategies 
Phonetic clues – Uses sounds to help him/her read.
Context clues – Looks at the part of the sentence before and/or after the word he/she didn’t know.

Picture clues – Child uses the pictures to help with the words.

Word order – Makes sure his/her words are in the right order while reading.

Chunking – Looks for words he/she already knows inside bigger words.

Recognize familiar word endings – Recognizes word endings like ing and ed to help him/her with the word. 

1 to 1 matching – Child puts his/her finger on each word while reading.

Self-correction – Recognized error and uses a strategy to correct.
Rereads – Rereads to confirm and/or for more cues.

Fluency – Reads so it sounds natural.

Reads expressively – Drops voice at the end of the sentence and uses intonation while reading.
Meaning/Semantic – Is able to make predictions and connections based on his/her sense of the story, pictures, experience and prior knowledge.
