HOMEROOM GUIDELINES AND GRADING
Expectations:

Students are expected to be on time, courteous, and cooperative.  

Attendance & Tardy Policy: 

Students are expected to be in their seats when the bell rings or they are considered tardy.  The school tardy policy will be followed.  Students are to clear an absence in the attendance office before school (7:40 a.m.) and be in their seat when the bell rings or they will receive an unexcused tardy.  Coming to HR without an attendance office clearance will be dealt with in the following manner:

Behavior:


During announcements, no student should be speaking.  Announcements are for the benefit of all students and faculty.  Important information is given during announcements.  Therefore, no uncooperative behavior of any type will be tolerated.  When announcements are complete, students may talk quietly and may ask me questions. Discourteous or uncooperative behavior will be dealt with in the following manner:

Homeroom Representative:

One student per semester will be elected homeroom representative.  This is a voluntary position.  The student will attend meetings where they will be given flyers and information.  They are to report to the class on the next school day and place flyers on the bulletin board.  This is a school position that may be used for a college resume and for recommendations by the homeroom teacher. 

Assignments:

Students will be given small assignments throughout the year.  Examples: to have this guideline document signed and placed in the portfolio, to get a CHS network account, to return school paper work signed by parent or guardian, to bring in report cards signed by parent or guardian, and to attend a meeting.  If completed during the time frame given, the student is eligible for an “E” or an “S” on his/her report card.  If not completed, the student is eligible for a “U” on his/her report card.
Grading:

Cooperation grades are given in homeroom.

“E” is given to students who have:

· no tardies in a 5-week grade period
· not been given a disciplinary warning 
· no un-excused absences or truancies 

· brought in signed report cards 
· completed all assignments given.
“S” is given to students who have:

· one or fewer tardies in a 5-week grade period 
· not been given a disciplinary warning
· cleared all absences
· not been truant
· completed assignments given.
“U” is given to students who have:

· two or more tardies in a 5-week grade period and/or

· not cleared absences in a timely manner and/or

· truancies and/or
· been given disciplinary warnings and/or

· not completed assignments given.

Community Service:

Community service is a CHS requirement to graduate on stage.  For a student to earn an “E” on their final report card for each year, the student needs to complete 5 hours of their required 20 community service hours.  Example: Freshmen should have completed 5 hours, Sophomores 10 hours, Juniors 15 hours, and Seniors 20 hours.  The homeroom teacher must sign off on the community service BEFORE a student performs the service.  No hours will be signed off if the student does not get prior approval.  All community service must be preformed at a non-profit facility.  A list of community service opportunities can be found on the back of all CHS weekly and monthly bulletins and on a bulletin board located in the classroom.
