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African Current Event Newscast
In groups of five you will be using your textbook, books, magazines, maps, websites, and newspaper articles to create a newscast about one country in Africa. You will decide who will assume the roles listed below, write a script, and bring appropriate props for the newscast for an in-class performance.
The roles will be:

Weather person- focus on the physical geography: location, climate, landforms, natural resources, flora and fauna.

Newscasters (2) - There are usually two anchors and they are the people at the studio who introduce the topics and reporters or experts who will be interviewed.  They will focus on the cultural geography: Location, culture, lifestyle (religion, holidays, food, sport), history, government, urbanization.
On the spot reporter- They will cover the breaking news flash on a current event, the cause, effect and the possible outcome.  The events are listed below.

Interviewee- They will be an expert on the newsflash issue and they will give their opinion etc. 

Task 1: Write the Script

You will plan your broadcast as a group but each member of the group will write their own script.  You will be graded on your script, your performance during the broadcast and props and posters etc.  You may include visuals, maps, costumes etc.
After the performance you will turn your scripts into me.

Task 2: Rehearse

Rehearse with all members of your group and create a fun but informative newscast.
Task 3: Performance Date:_____________
Script: 10 points

Everyone will write the script as you work in class. You are responsible for turning in your scripts to me. Someone in your group may type up and make copies of the script, but I must see evidence that each individual wrote their own lines and participated each day in the writing process.

Broadcast: 20 points

Each individual will get points based on their performance. If you do not speak, you will get a zero! Be sure you are familiar with your lines so that you only look at the script occasionally. Also, be sure we can hear you.
Props: 5 points
Everyone must have a prop to earn these points. A suit jacket, or trench coat, a microphone, etc. You must bring your own prop. Do not borrow from another group.
