Facts to Know

· Some solids dissolve in water. Sugar dissolves in water.

· Other solids do not.  Sand does not dissolve in water.

· A solid object denser than water sinks in water.

· Lead is more than 11 times as dense as water.

· A solid object less dense than water floats in water. Pine wood floats in water.

· Some liquids sink in water

· Maple syrup is denser than water and sinks.

· Gases can sink or float.

· Most human bodies are a little less dense than water.

· Most people float.
