Mission Report

Your report should have the following:

· Cover
It should be neatly drawn and colored.
It should have the name of your mission, your first and 
last name, and the date it is due.
· Title Page
It should have the name of your mission, your name, and the date it is due neatly written in cursive. (Mission name may be written creatively.  Doesn’t have to be written in cursive.)
· Table of Contents
It should be written neatly in cursive.
The page numbers should be listed.
· Written Report
It should be written neatly in your best cursive writing.
It should have paragraphs, each with its own topic sentence and detail sentences. (At least 5 sentences per paragraph)
It should have no spelling or punctuation errors.
It should have complete sentences with clear information.
· Pictures
Two hand drawn and neatly colored pictures.  Each picture should have a title and a caption written neatly in cursive. You may choose to draw any picture that has to do with your mission.
· Map

One map of California with your mission located on it.  It should have 

a title and completed legend.
· Bibliography
Neatly written in cursive listing all the books and sources that information was taken from.
Parents, your job is to edit the first copy of the written report.  Then when the report comes home to be completed, please make sure all the requirements listed above have been met.  Especially check the written report as the majority of the grade comes from this portion. We will do the majority of the report in class. Thank you for all of your help.
