Monthly Book Reports

This year you will be required to do up to seven book reports.  All books should be AR with the exception of non-fiction and biography.  Each book should be based on your reading level.  

Each book report will count for 100 points.  All book reports must  receive at least a C in order for you to go to the end of the trimester reward trip.  When grading book reports we will be looking for the following:

Written 

· Demonstrates an in-depth understanding of the book

· Is neatly written in cursive in the students’ own handwriting 

· Addresses all elements of each book report  requirements

Project

· Follows the requirements of the project chosen

· Pictures are neatly and creatively drawn and colored by the student 

· Project shows time and effort spent

Presentation

· Student communicates effectively by being able to read all words on their report

· Uses hand gestures and voice intonations

Book Report Logs

For each book report, a Book Report Log will be sent home with Tuesday folders.  Students must return the completed Book Report Logs by the following Tuesday.

Project Book Reports will require a project.  Students may choose any project within the options listed in the Book Report Log for the specific genre.

Written Book Report Summaries will be turned in on the due date listed below.  A form will be passed out and the student is to fill it out. The Written Report should be neatly written in cursive on binder paper.

Each month has a certain genre that you are to read from.  You may choose a book from the genre listed for that month.  Due dates and genres are as follows:

December Biography Project Book Report- You are to choose one of the three projects listed below:

· Timeline- List the events that take place in your book by making a time line.  There must be at least 7 dates with neatly drawn and colored pictures to go with each one.  A caption should go below each picture.

· Scrollbox- Retell the main events of the story using a scroll in a box.  There must be at least 7 neatly drawn and colored pictures and a caption for each picture.

· Dress-up Speech-  Dress up like the character you read about.  You must give a 2 minute speech talking about the person’s birth, death, the major events in their life, and or their accomplishments.

February Historical Fiction Book Report- You are to choose one of the three projects listed below:

· Game board- Make a game board using the theme from your book.  There must be directions, pictures, game pieces, and it must be neatly and colorfully done.

· Banner- Make a banner showing important events from the book.  There should be at least 7 neatly colored pictures.  On the back of each picture should be a caption for the picture that was drawn.

· Pop-up Book- Should have five pages covering important events from the book.  Each page should have colored pictures that pop up and the backgrounds should be drawn and colored.  There should also be a caption at the bottom of each page.
