2. The topic/concept may be chosen from any of the concepts listed below. If you have an idea that is not included – consult with your teacher. Choose your topic as early as possible!
3. Your project has to have an informative sentence title. Turn in the sentence before you complete your project.
4. Write your name and period number on the front.

5. Design: Be creative! The project can be a poster, a biological model, a story book, or whatever sparks interest in you and drives you to complete the assignment. In all of these you must create some kind of large visual for us to examine. Power point presentations are NOT an option this time.
6. Remember that the most critical aspect of the project is that you illustrate and explain the concept you have chosen WELL, so that it leaves a lasting impression on the minds of your observers.
7. Project must be completed by Thursday January 28th 2010. They will presented to the class in a gallery display and judged by the class and teacher. Three most favorite projects will be given extra 100 points!
8. The project is worth 340 points! It can help or heart your grade significantly. It is also a pre-requisite for students that are passing just by the final assessments.
