THE  SCIENCE  NEWS  PROJECT

Purpose of the project: To become aware of ongoing scientific progress; To find supportive resources to help you with your study of science; To make science interesting for you!   

Deadline: There is no deadline for the project. Whenever you turn in a paper, it will be checked, graded and posted in the class. But, take note! If you turn in your paper later than a week before the grading reports, it may not be considered for your grade! 

Credit: Your first article will reward you with a maximal score of 100 points, and any further articles will be 50 points each, at max. Remember, you must follow the guidelines below in order to get full or any credit.
Which article should I choose? Your article needs to be based on scientific research. Other science-related articles may not fit into the guidelines here. For example, papers about health insurance, or a biographical paper about a scientist are not suitable. If it is a report about a recent incident in the news, it should be used for a better understanding of natural phenomena. The article can be from the general PRINTED news or from a scientific journal. It may have been published at anytime during the last five years.  

How should my review look like? Your review must be printed and with no spelling mistakes. You must submit your paper along with the FULL LENGTH original article.
Oral Presentation: You may want to consider an oral presentation (poster, power point, transparency etc.) of your article or of recent developments in its subject. Generally, oral presentations must be adjusted to make it clear to the listeners. A separate grading scale will be designed for presentations. 

Time for presentations: Fridays at the beginning of the period, only by consent of Mrs. Kreiselman. 

Guidelines

1. Title 

of the article (in large letters, such as 16 points), as well as Discipline in science.
2. Who? 

A. Name(s) of Author(s) B. Name of contributing scientists. Be specific as possible!
3. When? 

Date of publication.
4. Where? 

Resource of the publication (pages and volume number in a newspaper or magazine 


or the exact web-site address).    

5. Why? 

What was the purpose of the study?  
Note: The purpose may not be spelled out in the body of the article. You need to think what is the particular study good for. What will it help to explain or what problem will the study help to solve? 

6. What was the previous knowledge? 
Earlier facts that lead to the current study. 
Note: The previous knowledge is not always mentioned. In order to answer this part you must infer the previous knowledge from what you have read, or search for earlier articles about the subject on the internet.  
7. What is the evidence? 
List the major observations in the study. They can either be directly 





presented in graphs or just mentioned in the text. 

8.  What were the conclusions?  
What did the researchers learn from their results? 

9.  What next?  
What do they intend to (or you think they should) study next?

10. What new words have I learned?  List at least three key-words you have learned with the 






explanations you found in the dictionary, glossaries etc. 
11. Free writing part, Answer the following questions. 

Why did you choose this article? Why were you interested in the subject? What did you expect the article to be about before reading it? What was your general impression of the people involved in the article? What interest they have in the success of the research? 

This part has to be at least one paragraph long. It must be written clearly and personally (no quotes allowed!).
