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Team Pig Rules

· The object of this game is to get the highest total score in the class.

· Students play in teams of four.  If some teams only have 3 students, they get to have an imaginary player.  One person on the team keeps score for that team.

· Everyone stands up at the beginning of the round, and a round starts with a fixed number of points already on the board (maybe 40 or higher).

· Roll two regular six-sided dice.

· Add the numbers that come up on the two dice.  However, if the two numbers are the same, multiply them.

· Continue to roll the dice and add the numbers to the sum for that round.  

· Anyone may lock in his/her score by sitting down.  The total score up to that point is recorded for that player, and that player can no longer earn more points for that round. 

· If a team has an imaginary player, that imaginary player is considered to be standing unless someone on that team verbally announces that their “imaginary person is sitting down.”

· If the sum of 2, 3, or 4 come up, any player who is still standing records a score of ZERO for that round and the round is over.  However, if it is the first roll and no one has sat down, I will ignore the sum and re-roll.

· A round is over when either a sum of 2, 3, or 4 is rolled OR everyone sits down.

· The teacher records the grand total for each team on the board.

· The winning team has the highest grand total after the final round.
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· The object of the game is to get the highest sum after placing randomly-generated digits in the 10 steps of the staircase.

· Roll a ten-sided die to randomly generate the digits 0 – 9.  You can also use randInt(0,9) on a graphing calculator to do so.

· Students write down each digit as it is rolled before the next number is rolled.  Make sure students watch each other to make sure this rule is followed.

· Students place a star/asterisk next to any row in which they produce the largest number possible for that row.

· When all numbers have been rolled for the staircase, students add to find their grand total without using a calculator.

· Students must be able to read the name of their sum in order to win the game.  For example, if the total is 10,198,326,597, they must say “10 billion, 198 million, 326 thousand, five hundred ninety-seven”.

· The Petaluma High record is 11,095,544,727 and was set on 11/20/2008 by Casey Kehoe.
· The World Record is 11,096,887,912 and was set on 4/27/2007.
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
