

Dear Parents,

This letter is being sent home to inform you of the status of Outdoor Science School camp scheduled for April 24 -27, 2012.  At this time, we are pleased to announce that due to the sales efforts of so many Plaza Vista students as well as purchasing efforts of friends and family,  the final cost for camp will be $205 per student (this includes the $198 tuition and busses).  This represents a $25 savings per student!  The final payment will be due April 18th.  If you would like to make payments or discuss the fee, please contact your child’s homeroom teacher.
