A. Language Arts

· Students are to come dressed in their PE uniform

4. Classroom Management
    A.  Individual

· Students are encouraged to follow our classroom rules and are redirected during the day, especially at the beginning of the year.  A “reminder” will be given to a student who is not following a rule.  If a student continues to have difficulty following a rule, he/she change their “color” from green to yellow on our behavior chart.  If the student shows effort in following the rules for the rest of the day, he/she may move their color back to green.  If, however, they continue to have difficulty following a rule, they will keep their color on yellow or move their color from yellow to red.  If it gets to red, then I will send a note or call to let you know what happened at school.  
· Students will color in a calendar square to correspond to the color they were on at the end of the day so you know what kind of day your child had. 
· Students will be rewarded for staying on the green for the week/month.
    B.  Group
· Weekly prizes from our treasure box will be given to the table with the most table points earned for the week.  Table points are earned for sharing, being ready, working quietly, etc.
5. Uniform
· Please refer to the handout from the Parent Handbook(online) 

· Please show your son how to tuck in their shirts, zip zippers and adjust belts
· Work on tying shoes, zipping and buttoning at home
· No nail polish for girls
· Girls are need to wear PE shorts under dresses
· Label all clothing
6. Snack and Lunch
· Lunch boxes, no paper bags
· Label what your child is to have for snack
· Do not bring any item that needs to be heated
· Lunch must be brought in the morning with the child
· Milk can be purchased on a monthly basis 
· Parent volunteers are needed to work during both snack time (10:00 -10:30) and lunch time (11:45-12:15)

7. Arrival/Dismissal
· Drop off no earlier than 7:40 a.m. Children play quietly at tables until first bell rings or teachers come out.
· Students are to line up when the bell rings – no running or playing
· Late arrivals after 8:03 a.m. must sign in at the Health Room
· Early dismissal day (12:00) pick-up is in front of the first grade classrooms.
· Regular Kindergarten pick-up takes place at 1:30 from the K gate.  Once your child leaves, he/she is not to run around the blacktop or grass area.  We do not want to disrupt the classes in session or put the children in harm’s way by having them run near cars.  
        Enrichment Program
Students will stay at 1:30.  A teacher will continue the Kindergarten day with activities such as dramatic play, music and movement - to name a few.  Students can be picked up between 2:40 – 2:50 at the lunch tables outside K-1.
8. Bathroom
· We go as a class before snack/recess and before lunch/recess
· 2 students go at a time if needed during class
· Please have your child go before coming to school
9. Communication

· Monthly birthday celebrations will be that afternoon in the classrooms.  Sign-up with room moms to bring food or drinks for your child’s b-day celebration

· Share topics will be written on the web page for the following week.  See the Sharing Schedule attached to know what day your child will share.   Students may bring in ONE item that relates to the share topic.  

· Emphasis is on oral speaking skills, eye contact, and interesting facts about their share item
