Dear Parents,


Last week we concluded our unit in Family Life by learning that God has blessed all of us with different gifts and talents which are meant to be shared and that living in a community means including everyone. By sharing these gifts and talents we are serving others and living out our Christian faith.  As Christians, this is what God calls us to do.  For the remainder of the school year we will be learning about the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy. 


This week your children will do a saints webquest.  Your children will be collecting research on a saint that they chose in order to prepare a short oral report to teach the class.  The rubric that I will use to grade them is in their Saint webquest research packet. 


Last week’s geometry test is in this packet.  Please review it with your children.  This week we will continue to learn about geometry, specifically about symmetry and congruent figures.  The chapter 26 test will be on Friday.  You can use the practice test and pages 594 to 596 to help your child study.

In Science we prepared for our test about weathering, erosion and deposition.  Your child’s test is in this packet.  Please review it with him or her.  We will finish the year learning about earthquakes, volcanoes and landslides. 

In Social Studies we learned about immigration to California in the beginning of the 1900s, about the gifts and talents that they shared with our state and about how many of them were discriminated against.  

On Tuesday, June 9, we will be going the to Wildwood Park for our class picnic.  Many thanks to Mrs. Julie Pereira who lives in that neighborhood and was able to reserve the park for us.  Lunch will be provided by all of you. Today our room moms are sending home a list of what your child should bring to school that day to share with everyone in our class for lunch.  We will be barbequing hot dogs so we are hoping that some of our chaperones would enjoy doing this for the kids.  Your children have the permission slips in their homework folders.  Please return them to school by Friday. 

There is a creek that runs through the park that might still have water.  If you think that your child would enjoy exploring the creek, please send an extra pair of water shoes.  Please also apply sunscreen before your child comes to school and label all clothing items clearly.      

I would also like to thank Mrs. Maria Barrero and Mrs. Liz Kralian Semaan for organizing this day and the many other fun activities that they arranged for us this year.  Thanks to them, we have had wonderful experiences learning about the lives of the Spanish and Native Americans at the mission at San Juan Bautista, building electrical circuits at Intel and visiting our state Capitol in Sacramento.
