1 – Select a Person – Family member
2 – Develop a list of questions to ask this person (If interviewing Grandparent, use list of questions provided.  You may add to the list) – If developing your own questions they are due Monday, January 30th.
3 – Complete Writing a Biography Ditto 58 – Due Monday, January 30th
4 – Interview your subject – Interview responses due Thursday, February 2nd   
5 – Develop a Time Line using the information you gathered – Due Monday, February 6th  
6 – Write your Rough Draft – Due Thursday, February 9th 
· Begin with an introduction paragraph that states why your subject is important to you

· Tell about events in chronological order 

· End with a conclusion paragraph that ties it all together, include a quote from your person
7.  Peer Edit – will take place on Thursday, February 9th – bring your rough draft
· Get feed back from two classmates – these students must sign and date your rough draft

· Give feedback to two classmates – you must sign and date their rough draft

8.  Revision Ditto attached to Rough Draft, include color coded highlighting – due      Friday, February 10th 
9.  Peer Edit - will take place on Thursday, February 16th– bring your TYPED revised copy
· Get feed back from two classmates – these students must sign and date your revised copy

· Give feedback to two classmates – you must sign and date their revised copy

10. Final copy – due Tuesday, February 21st  
· Must be typed – include a picture of your subject for extra credit 
· Minimum of 2 complete pages of type – 1 inch margins (top, bottom & sides) size 12 font double spaced or 1 ½ space
· Minimum of 5 well developed paragraphs (5 to 6 sentences in each paragraph)

· Grading Rubric must be attached
