Cereal Box Book Report

Materials Needed:
· Empty cereal box (please take out plastic liner and any extra cereal!)

· Three pieces of paper used as rough draft/mock up

· Three pieces of white construction paper for final draft
· Crayons, markers, or colored pencils

· Glue and/or tape

Directions:


You are to design a cereal and its box using your story as inspiration. 1) On the front cover of the box, you are to design a new cereal logo using the character/the book’s title/or place as part of the title. The design should be attractive to the consumer, be well planned out, be in color, and have a major company as the maker.

2) On the side of the cereal box there are Nutritional Facts, and you get to design “nutritional” facts about a character. Nutritional Facts give mineral and dietary information about the cereal. You are to take this same format and create “Character Information Facts”, listing the character attributes (characteristics) in percentage fashion. The percents need to add up and Total (ha, ha!) 100%. Below these facts are the listed ingredients. Ingredients are listed from the most to the least of each. You are to take the attributes from the Character Information Facts and list them as “Character Ingredients” from the most to the least. These are to be printed in nice handwriting or be typed. See class example for visual help.

3) On the opposite side, you are to write a detailed summary of the story. It must be the length of the side of the cereal box. The minimum is three or more paragraphs. Use the plot lines and timelines worksheets we have been working on during this Lit. Circle to guide your summary (oh yeah, that’s why we go those!!) Please print this summary in nice handwriting or type it.
4) On the back cover you are to create two separate games to play. The games are to be visually well thought out, and easy to play (don’t draw a game with many instructions). Make sure to include a title of the game. Examples of games you can design: find the hidden pictures in the picture (make a list to look for?), crossword puzzles, tic-tac-toe, mazes, trace the tangled lines to the right pairs, row-row-row, instant pictures, etc. Refer to the Puzzlemanias that are in the room for game ideas. Put the answers upside down in the corner or on the bottom of the cereal box if it is a word game, or needs answers given.
