Garbage Can Book Report

Materials Needed:

· 1 black garbage bag

· 7 items that you can find at home that your character might throw away

· 7 paragraphs on separate sheets of paper attached to each item that you put in your report explaining how the item relates to your character and why they threw the object away: the paragraphs must be in your best cursive or typed.

· Serious Creativity- Be creative, have fun, but do not be silly

Directions: Pick a major character in your story. As you read, find objects around your house that the character might throw away. You will have to write one to two paragraphs explaining how the object relates to the character and why they threw the object away. 

For example: let’s say you chose Winnie-the Pooh. You would put an empty honey pot with a hole in it in your bag. Your paragraph(s) might reflect your analysis of Pooh by saying that he would throw away this pot because honey is Pooh’s favorite food. Honey represented an obsession for Pooh and he was always seeking it out- at Rabbit’s, from the Bees, from Piglet, etc.. Honey also got Pooh into some troublesome spots in his adventures, and could have been a vehicle for those adventures. Pooh would throw this pot away because it could no longer hold honey. He had thought that maybe he could use it as a flowerpot to attract Bees, but remembered his last encounter with them as A Little Black Cloud, and decided against it.

You will take each item out of the bag, read your corresponding paragraph(s) with the item and show it to the class. Please prepare for this oral presentation using the methods taught to you in class.

Your project will be graded according to your appropriate analysis of each item of your character, thought given to each item, preparation and orderliness of the presentation, and creativity.
