Alias:  Whooping Cough


(AKA)





Causative Agent:  Bordetella pertussis


(name of infectious virus or bacterium)





Physical Description:  aerobic, nonmotile, Gram-negative rod bacterium, 	


(describe the infectious agent)	non-spore-forming, 0.3 microns in diameter & 1 micron long 





Modus Operendi:  This bacterium interferes with the action of the cilia in the trachea (how infection occurs)   	and bronchial tubes.  The accumulation of mucus from the lack 				of ciliary movement causes coughing.
