Spelling – Adding "ed" or "ing"
You will need to know and be able to use each strategy to add "ed" or "ing" to a word.  Study and practice each strategy. 

For words that end in a silent "e" :drop the "e" and then add "ed"  or "ing"

    Example:  trade  -  traded   -  trading

    

   hope  - hoped - hoping
For a word that ends with one vowel and one consonant, you double the consonant then add ed or ing.  
    Example: stop, stopped or stopping



  hop, hopped or hopping
For some words that end with a vowel and the letter Y, just add "ed" or "ing" to the end of the word.

    Example: play, played, playing
                  deploy, deployed, deploying
For some words that end with a consonant and the letter Y,  

  To add "ed" you first change the "y" to an " i " then add "ed"

  To add "ing" you just add the "ing" without changing the "y"


Example:  cry, cried, crying

                
       study, studied, studying
For a word that ends with two vowels and a consonant, or with two consonants, you just add " ed " or " ing ". 

  Example:  jump, jumped, jumping



Look, looking, looking

Now that you know these strategies, you also need to know that some words just change and you never add "ed" to them.   These are "irregular verbs" like   see and saw, build and built,   say and said, pay and paid, buy and bought, come and came
