You will organize and analyze your research, and create a 15 minute oral presentation that includes a multimedia component (Prezi, Moviemaker, Flipshare, Photo Story, Extranormal, iMovie, Video production, etc.).  This activity will count as a major part of your final grade for the course (200 points)
