Psychology Survey Project-100 points (Group Project)
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Your group’s task is to create and conduct a survey of randomly selected students at Trumbull High School.  Focus on a single topic like dating, loneliness, sports, music, etc.  Your group is to pick a single topic, write survey questions, and then conduct your survey in a study hall (locations to be provided) during one period.  Your survey must include a minimum of five questions and you must interview at least 20 randomly selected students.  Note:  The students will take the survey more seriously if you interview them and record their responses.  After you have tabulated the results of your survey, you need to prepare a final report on the results of your survey (attached).  The quality of the survey questions, final report group report and your self-evaluation will determine your grade.  The survey questions must be approved by the teacher.
Grading:

1. Write a one-page summary (group activity) of the results of your survey.  This summary must be typed.  Make sure to include the following information:  (60 points)

· Hypothesis (your expectations)
· Whether your hypothesis was supported

· A written analysis of your data

· Do you believe your results were accurate or were they skewed and why?

· Why you think your results turned out the way they did

· What your group learned from the experience of conducting a survey

· Identify the items in your survey that you would change if you had the opportunity to conduct the survey again; why and how would you change these items?

2. You must also include a statistical report of your results by creating number charts, pie charts, bar graphs, etc.  Try to include all relevant information on a sheet of graph paper in which your tabulated results are well-organized.  (30 points)
3. Attach all of your surveys to the summary report and the graph paper. (5 points)
4. Attach a rubric for each member of the group as the first pages of this packet.  Each student must include a self-evaluation to explain your role in preparing, conducting, and reporting this survey.  Evaluate your performance on this project.  (5 points)
