INFORMATION REGARDING CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

NOTE:  It will be assumed after the 1st day of class, all students will have read the following basic classroom procedures, and on the 2nd day have asked all questions.  By the 3rd day of class, you will have an understanding of what will be expected of you on each day throughout the school year.

It will also be assumed after the 1st day of class students will attempt to find my website on TeacherWeb.com.  It will be assumed by the 3rd day of class that all students have read the FAQ’s page and the Supply List Page, as well as become familiar with the CP ALGEBRA I page.  This page will provide daily homework assignments, as well as some long term projections for projects, quizzes, tests, and notebook checks.  This page also has a link to the grades.  These grades are updated usually four weeks into a new marking period and then weekly thereafter.
WHAT AM I EXPECTED TO BRING TO CLASS EVERYDAY?

· Textbook…it must be covered at all times.

· Notebook…your own preference.
· Folder…it must be with you at all times.

· Pencil (s) or Erasable Pen…prefer these to regular pens because they can be erased!

· Calculator…you must have your own (a scientific calculator is mandatory–see me if you are going to buy one)
What about the TEXTBOOK?
Each student will be issued their own textbook.  There may be random book checks throughout the school year.  It is your responsibility to:
· Put your name and Homeroom are written in INK on the inside cover.

· Keep your textbook COVERED each and everyday.

· Do your best to maintain this text’s present condition.

· BRING THIS TEXTBOOK TO CLASS DAILY!  (unless otherwise notified)  (There is a place in my classroom to store this textbook when we are not using it.)

What type of Notebook should I plan to use?

You are responsible for maintaining a notebook throughout the year.  I will provide you with a folder to keep ALL tests, ALL quizzes, returned homework in order…but your notebook is for NOTES!

Remember the purpose of any notebook is to help YOU!  You make the notebook work for you!  This means you take down:

· ALL NOTES WRITTEN ON BOARD/OVERHEAD PROJECTOR

· ANY KEY EXPLANATIONS THAT GO ALONG WITH THE WRITTEN NOTES

· EVERY EXAMPLE!!…Whether it is a written or verbal example!

For this reason, this notebook MUST accompany you EVERY DAY to class.  Keep it neat and orderly.
There is a notebook check each quarter.  This counts for 10% of your grade in my class.

What about the folder?
You must have the folder with you at all times!  I will provide handouts periodically throughout the course.

· On the left-hand side of the folder, should be all Tests and Quizzes.

· On the right-hand side, should be all other papers (Homework).

· Your name, homeroom, and class title should be on the right hand side.

What is or is not an acceptable homework assignment?

ONLY ANSWERS ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE!  You must show at least the set-up for solving each problem…in other words, how did you arrive at the answer!  Then you may use the calculator to actually arrive at the solution.  Saying, “I did the work on the calculator” is UNACCEPTABLE.  When a problem cannot be solved…DON’T LEAVE IT BLANK!  Use a “?” and then a brief explanation indicating what YOUR difficulty was on that problem so that you can ASK QUESTIONS in class!

Show work clearly in steps.
If my homework is completed on time, how do I receive credit?
· I usually check off homework at the beginning of a class, so please have it out on your desk at the beginning of the period.  Each assignment is usually worth 2 points.  If you do not complete the assignment you will not receive full credit.  Remember ONLY ANSWERS ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE!! (Unless otherwise directed in class.)
Does attendance really count on my grade?
YES!  If you are absent you miss work, explanations…which only puts you behind.  I WANT YOU IN CLASS!  You are part of my class, the work we do is important, and I want you to be there to share it with the rest of the class…so do your best to be BOTH in the room and in your seat ON TIME!
· If you are ever late with a pass, hand it to me.
