During the course of your senior year, I expect each of you to give your best effort everyday in my class and on all assignments.  Since you selected to take this course, it is assumed that you will be studying some form of calculus in college.
I have a website (see above for address), which is updated almost daily with homework assignments, projected dates for all assessments, grades (approximately updated four weeks into each marking period and then updated every week thereafter), links to relevant websites, frequently asked questions, a calendar of relevant events, and an e-mail link for questions to me.  I usually check my website once each night – at approximately 7:00 pm.  So if you have questions on an assignment, you can e-mail me.
For each class, bring your covered textbook (or leave it in the classroom), your graphing calculator (TI-84), a writing instrument (I prefer pencil or erasable pen), and your notebook.  As long as the hall pass is in the room, you may use the restroom or go to your locker.  Remember to sign out!  You are not allowed to leave class during an assessment.  Tardiness to class will not be tolerated and may result in detentions or referrals.  Everyone will get a progress report every marking period.

	What are Problem Sets?

Problem sets are selected in-class assignments, with open notes and open book.  Some problem sets may be done with a partner while others must be done solo.


What about HOMEWORK?  How is it graded?  Will it count?
Homework assignments will be assigned daily.  If you are not in class for any reason, check the website or call a classmate for the assignment.  Homework is due at the beginning of class on the next school day after it was assigned (unless otherwise stated in class or on the website).  Homework is graded on completeness.  Students are expected to use their notes and their textbook to help them in completing each homework assignment.  

· For full credit – each problem must be attempted.  Attempted means that there is work shown for each problem.  Do not leave any problems blank – include a question that you had about the problem – what was giving you difficulty in the problem?  Recopying the problem does not count as an attempt.  On each homework assignment you should be practicing proper notation and include full and complete answers, including sentences, as necessary.

· For half-credit – at least half the problems were attempted (as stated above)

· No credit will be given if less than half the assignment was attempted.  

CHECK THIS OUT(  Homework will count as extra credit.  
How?

· A homework average of 90 or better (A+, A, A-), add 3 pts to your marking period grade.
· A homework average between and including an 83 and a 89 (B+, B), add 2 pts.

· A homework average between and including a 77 and an 82 (C+, B-), add 1 pt.
Additional assignments or problems will not be assigned to improve this grade and late homework is not accepted – DON’T ASK!  If you are absent when an assignment is due, you have the same number of days as you were absent to make up the work.  For example, if you were out for two days, you have two days upon your return to make up the work.
What about extra help?
I am available for extra help Thursdays after school.  Arrangements may be made if you need to stay after school on Monday or Wednesday, as well as any morning sessions of extra help.  If you are goofing off in class and not making an attempt to do your homework, you will not be allowed to attend extra help sessions.
As soon as you have difficulty in this class – come for extra help!
Sometimes all you need is clarification of a concept or a quick question, please do not hesitate to come for extra help.  If you put in the time and effort, I will do everything, within my power, to help you succeed in this class.
