Mrs. Fennell’s Homework Tips
· Realize that homework is when actual math learning takes place.
· Before working the homework problems, read the textbook and your notes; rework the class problems. Then start the homework assignment.

· Do your homework carefully.
· Strive for understanding, not “getting it done.”
· Do the complete homework assignment.
· For each homework problem, ask yourself, “Could I repeat what I’ve just done if a similar question were given on a quiz or test?”

· Ask yourself, “Do I understand the directions for each problem, or am I just mimicking procedures?”

· Do not do your homework during lunch, on the way to school, or in another class.
· Give your full attention, not partial attention, to your homework. (no texting, IPod, TV, web surfing, etc.)
· Remember that homework is a tool to advance your learning. Make the best use of this tool.
