	Class Rules & Policies


1) All students are to be in their assigned seats and ready to begin work when the bell rings.  Please bring knowledge, eagerness, and supplies (pen, pencil, notebook, story notes, tapes) to class daily.  

2) Chewing gum, fund-raising, eating and drinking are to be done outside of class - Brushing hair, applying make-up, and spraying cologne should also be done elsewhere! IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT THIS RULE IS FOLLOWED DUE TO THE SENSITIVITY OF THE TELEVISION EQUIPMENT.

Assessment and Topics for Study

The Advanced TV Production classes have the responsibility for putting on a daily 5 minute morning newscast containing the school announcements and produce a weekly show with sports, entertainment and news features (The Recap).  Their grade will be based on how well they perform on those shows.

**Students will be required to complete a minimum of 4 packages per term for air on WJAG Recap show.

Since grading will be based on pre-taped projects and live performance, the instructor reserves the sole right to assess the students’ on-camera and taped performances for a grade. 

*Students in TV 2 and above will be required to produce two special projects per term.  Details on this project will be given by the instructor.

**All advanced TV students are expected to shoot 2 extracurricular activities each term.  This includes athletic events, school assemblies, projects for other teachers, after-school activities.  The instructor must approve any extracurricular video shoots before they are done!

***In addition Advanced students will be expected to complete an advanced research project to be due at the end of the 2nd quarter.  The instructor will provide the necessary details when appropriate. These projects will be presented in research paper or videotape format.

· A final exam will be given at the end of the year to cover all aspects discussed in this course.

Important Notes

**This is a performance-based class! That means you must be here and contribute to class projects.  It is impossible to accumulate a large number of absences and expect to do well in this class!

**Students will be required to shoot two outside activities PER TERM.  Outside activities mean “outside the normal class work period”.  These include, but are not limited to athletic events, school plays, assemblies, assisting another teacher with a classroom video, ETC. This is a large portion of our grade and no exceptions will be made. 

**Students and Parents MUST UNDERSTAND, this class operates much like a real TV station operates.  As such, students must be able to spend time outside the normal class period and after school completing projects.
