Writer’s Workshop Steps

1. Choose a topic you want to write about. Use your topics list to choose a NEW idea that is important to you.

2. Do your planning.  Think about what you want to write.  Make a plan for your story.

3. Write your first draft. Get your ideas down on paper.  It’s OK to make mistakes!  This is your ‘sloppy copy’.  Use your blue pen to write and remember to skip spaces.

4. Revise your story.   Use your red pen and checklist to make your writing better.

5. Edit your story.  Use your green pen and checklist to make your writing correct. 

6. Peer edit your story.  Find three friends to edit your story.  Be sure they sign their name at the top of your paper. 
7. Sign up for a writing conference with your teacher.  
8. Write your final copy in pencil.

9. Publish your story!  Share your writing! 

10. Start a new writing project!  Look at your topics chart to find a new idea.   

Remember – Writer’s Workshop is NEVER done!
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
