Motion made by Connie E. Jenkins-Pye to approve the agenda. Motion seconded by Erin Richardson.

The approval of the May 2010 meeting was tabled until September 7, 2010 SAC meeting.

Chairperson Report: Shedric Triplett welcomed everyone to the August meeting and discussed the
following:

e Springwood is in need of a volunteer to be responsible for the Campbell Soup labels fundraiser.
Labels collected will be sent in for items to support Springwood Elementary. Rick Smith has
volunteered for that fundraiser. Thank you Rick.

e SAC members are asked to think about what goals we wish to accomplish this school year and
bring suggestions to our September 7, 2010 meeting.

Principals Report —Principal Claire Frick reported on the following.

e The Goals/Philosophy for this school year is: “Working Together to Make a Difference”.

» Enrollment: At this time Springwood has 556 students enrolled. We have Kindergartners being
enrolled but do not have a count. We are hopeful that more will enroll within the next couple of
weeks.

e New Staff: Springwood has had some teachers and aides to leave and go to other district schools.
We lost the Music teacher to Swift Creek. Principal Mrs. Frick is currently interviewing to replace
teachers and aides.

* Multi-age Classes: The legislature is strictly enforcing the class size reduction. This mandates
grades K-3 class size is 18 students per class; 4 and 5 class size is 22 students per class.

If we are over students in a grade, than another class has to be formed, thus creating the possibility
having multi-age students in one class. There is no flexibility. The class size reduction will be
voted on again this November.

e Springwood is a school of choice. Kathy stated that Springwood has been enrolling students out
of zone for a couple of years.

e Principal Mrs.Frick provided SAC notebooks for members. The notebook is provided for each
SAC member to place meeting minutes, SAC By-Laws, SAC scheduled meeting dates and other
basic information.

e School Grades/AYP Status/Differentiated Accountability has not been provided to the schools.
More information will be provided during our September 7, 2010 meeting.

e School Improvement Plan: Asst. Principal Mrs. Austin is working on the plan with Site
representatives. Submission date will be in October 1, 2010 to the Department of Education.

e Construction Status: Kathy Cantrell stated that the construction is on target to be completed
before school begins on August 23, 2010.

e Budget: Springwood has not received any School Improvement funds to be complete a budget.

Positive Behavior Support: Assistant Principal Mrs. Austin discussed a new initiate to improve students’
behavior throughout Springwood. Asst. Principal Mrs. Austin and other staff attended a training
workshop on improving behavior. All staff at Springwood will be able to award students exhibiting good
behavior. This is to include being Respective, Safe and Responsible. Each week students with tickets
will place their name on the back and an individual class drawing will be conducted and prizes given out.
There will be monthly celebrations and quarterly celebrations as well. SAC members are asked to assist
with the weekly, monthly and quarterly celebrations.
