EVERGLADES PROJECT
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Due: Wednesday, October 19th





Over the past two weeks we have been studying the Everglades, a unique area in Florida and the world! Follow these steps to create your project:

1) On scrap paper, brainstorm a list of words about the Everglades. INCLUDE NOUNS, ADJECTIVES, and VERBS. Be as creative as you can, and use sizzling vocabulary.
2) After you have a lengthy list (at least 20 words), go to www.wordle.net.

3) Click on the CREATE button. 

4) Type the words from your list into the word box. You can type one word more than once to emphasize it. The more times that word is in the box, the bigger it will be. Leave spaces between words. Items that have more than one word in them should NOT have spaces in them. 
Example: DiamondbackRattlesnake

5) You can select different fonts, styles, etc. using the menu tabs at the top of the screen. (See “Another Option” below for an alternative way to change up the fonts, styles, etc.)

6) After you have all the words typed in and have selected your styles, fonts, etc., click the GO button to see your design. 
7) Another option: To see many different designs that the computer generates, click on RANDOMIZE. You can click it as many times as you want to get different “Wordles” using your words. 
8) When you have decided on the one you like, print it out TWO TIMES. You will turn in TWO COPIES of the same Wordle as your final project. You can print in color or black & white. 
I will evaluate your project based on the following criteria:

· Two copies turned in on or before the due date

· Word choice and variety 

· Ability to differentiate between the nouns, verbs, and adjectives on the sheet.
