Webquest

Introduction

People make art for many different reasons.  On this webquest you will meet Jacob Lawrence, an artist who makes art to express feelings and to retell events in our history.  You will also learn more about Harriet Tubman and experience what it was like to be a slave and to escape to freedom.  
 

TASK
On this webquest you will:

· Learn about Harriet Tubman’s life as a slave.

· Map Harriet Tubman’s Journey to freedom.

· Explore and examine the art of Jacob Lawrence and discover how he retells history through his artwork.

· Learn about Jacob Lawrence’s life story and the events that motivated him to create art.

· Write a friendly letter to Dr. Geiger that tells about what you learned and liked.
