Notes on Using Reflexive Verbs
Reflexive infinitives are very noticeable because they end with –ARSE, ERSE, or IRSE. The pronoun se is included on the end of the infinitive to let you know that the verb is reflexive and will require reflexive pronouns whenever it is used. A reflexive verb is an action that the speaker does to himself, i.e. take a bath, wash, dress, etc. 

The reflexive object pronouns are:






me






te






se






nos







os






se

When conjugating a reflexive verb, you must add the reflexive pronoun to the conjugation.

ejemplo:
dormirse




me duermo

me dormí



te duermes

te dormiste



se duerme

se durmió



nos dormimos

nos dormimos



os dormís

os dormisteis



se duermen

se durmieron

Reflexive verbs conjugate the same way as non-reflexive verbs except that they require the extra pronoun. Many verbs can be either reflexive or non-reflexive depending on what type of action is occurring. Be careful that you don’t assume that the verb has the same definition when reflexive, often the meaning can be significantly different. 
ejemplo:
dormir – to sleep
dormirse – to fall asleep



comer – to eat

comerse – to eat it all



poner – to put, 
ponerse – to put on oneself




 to place, 

 to set

Remember that reflexive object pronouns are placed in the same position as indirect and direct object pronouns – “in front of one verb and at the end of two”. The pronoun will match the subject no matter how the verb is used.

ejemplo: 
I put on the shirt. 

Yo me pongo la camisa.



I am putting on the shirt. 
Yo estoy poniéndome la camisa.



I want to put on the shirt. 
Yo quiero ponerme la camisa.

Reflexive verbs will require the reflexive pronoun and they can also be used with other object pronouns as well. Remember to use RID order whenever there are two or more object pronouns being used. 

ejemplo: 
I comb it. (hair)
 
Yo me lo peino.
