Notes on Using the Infinitive and Infinitive Verb Phrases:

The English infinitive is easily recognized when you see to + a verb, i.e. to eat, to drink, to sleep. The Spanish infinitive is easily recognized by its ending which can be either –ar, -er, -ir (and arse, erse, irse for reflexive infinitives).
In a sentence or in separate clauses, you will always have a verb conjugated to agree with the subject of the sentence, but sometimes that conjugated verb is in the same phrase as another verb or verbs. In both languages, English and Spanish, you will conjugate the first verb in the phrase and the following verb or verbs will be in the infinitive form. 

example:
We want to dance and (to) sing. 

ejemplo: 
Nosotros queremos bailar y cantar. 

Notice that in both examples the first verb agrees with We/Nosotros and the next verbs in the same phrase are in infinitive form. 

You should never put two conjugated verbs in the same phrase. 

example:
We want dance and sing.

ejemplo: 
Nosotros queremos bailamos y cantamos.

There may be more than one conjugated verb in a sentence, but they will be separated by commas in a list or will be in separate clauses. 

example:
We dance, sing, and play the piano. 

separated by commas

ejemplo:
Nosotros bailamos, cantamos, y tocamos el piano. 

example:
The girls dance and the boys watch football. 
separate clauses

ejemplo:
Las chicas bailan y los chicos miran fútbol americano. 

Infinitive Verb Phrases:
to be going to do something
= 
ir a + infinitive

(also called the simple future)

ejemplo:
I am going to eat at my favorite restaurant.



Yo voy a comer en mi restaurante favorito. 

want to do something

=
querer + infinitivo

ejemplo:
I want to eat at my favorite restaurant.



Yo quiero comer en mi restaurante favorito.

need to do something
=
necesitar + infinitivo

ejemplo:
I need to eat at my favorite restaurant. 



Yo necesito comer en mi restaurante favorito.

have to do something
=
tener que + infinitivo

ejemplo:
I have to eat at my favorite restaurant. 



Yo tengo que comer en mi restaurante favorito. 

can or be able to do something =
poder + infinitive

ejemplo:
I can/am able to eat at my favorite restaurant. 



Yo puedo comer en mi restaurante favorito.

like to do something

= gustar + infinitivo

ejemplo:
I like to eat in my favorite restaurant.

Me gusta comer en mi restaurante favorito.

know how to do something
 =  saber + infinitivo

ejemplo: 
I know how to speak Spanish.

Yo sé hablar español.

to prefer to do something =  preferir + infinitivo 

ejemplo: 

I prefer to eat in my favorite restaurant.

Yo prefiero comer en mi restaurante favorito.

to try to do something = tratar de + infinitivo 

ejemplo: 

I try to speak Spanish.

Yo trato de hablar español.

should do something = deber + infinitivo
ejemplo:

I should eat in my favorite restaurant.

Yo debo comer en mi restaurante favorito. 

to start/begin to do something = empezar a + infinitivo

ejemplo:

I begin to speak Spanish. 

Yo empiezo a hablar español.

to learn how to do something = aprender a + infinitivo

ejemplo:

I learn how to speak Spanish. 

Yo aprendo a hablar español.

to plan/intend to do something = pensar + infinitivo

ejemplo:

I plan to eat in my favorite restaurant. 

Yo pienso comer en mi restaurante favorito.

to have just done something = acabar de + infinitivo

ejemplo:

I just ate in my favorite restaurant.

Yo acabo de comer en mi restaurante favorito.
