Notes on the Conditional Tense
The conditional tense in Spanish is used to express “would + a verb”. This tense is used to express that which would happen under certain circumstances. You want to avoid using the word “if” with this tense because that leads to sentences which should be stated in the subjunctive mood. 

As in the future tense the conjugation pattern is added to the entire infinitive of the verb, so that there is only one pattern for all verbs. 
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ejemplos:
I would go to the party, but I have to work.


Yo iría a la fiesta, pero tengo que trabajar.

         

She would buy that dress, but she doesn’t have the money.



Ella compraría ese vestido, pero no tiene el dinero. 
The irregular verbs in the conditional tense are the same verbs from the future tense. The following represent only the yo forms of these verbs:
Poner(se) – (me) pondría
I would put on
Tener – tendría

I would have
Venir – vendría

I would come
Salir – saldría


I would leave
Valer – valdría


I would be worth

Poder – podría


I would be able
Saber – sabría


I would know
Caber – cabría


I would fit

Haber – habría


There would be
Hacer – haría


I would do, would make
Decir – diría


I would say, would tell
Querer – querría

I would want
