Notes on the Future Tense:
We have used the simple future tense until now. Ir a + infinitive, which is used in the present tense, expresses “going to do something”.

The true future tense expresses “will or shall do something” and has only one conjugation pattern that is added to the entire infinitive of any regular verb.
