The rich history we share with our Spanish-speaking neighbors and the abundance of Spanish-speaking citizens in the United States make learning the beautiful Spanish language both interesting and relevant to our everyday lives. The primary goal of this class will be for you to become communicative in Spanish. I urge you to understand that learning Spanish will take much time and effort, as would the learning of any foreign language, and that you must study regularly, memorize vocabulary, complete assignments and seek help when needed. Course Expectations:

   

Spanish III students will be expected to master intermediate and more advanced grammar and sentence structure in speaking, listening, reading and writing. We will use all of the indicative mood tenses this year and add most of the subjunctive mood tenses.  We will review grammar structures from Spanish 1 and 2 throughout the year, adding Spanish 3 new material later in the year. Students will be expected to integrate reading, writing, listening and speaking skills in a variety of ways throughout the year. Students should expect to speak/hear Spanish for the majority of class every day.

I list what happened in class each day on the Homework page. I list all tests, quizzes and major projects on the Calendar page. I upload grammar notes and worksheets to the Vocab/Notes/Worksheets page. An additional website that I have built with practice exercises and other Spanish related information can be accessed on the Links page. Students who are absent are strongly encouraged to check my website for class work missed, and homework assignments. The NewsFlash page allows parents/students to sign up for e-mail reminders about upcoming tests, quizzes and deadlines for projects.

Parents are strongly encouraged to watch closely for their student’s progress in this class. Please keep in mind that it takes a few days to grade tests and major projects, but I attempt to keep the grades as current as I possibly can. If you notice that your student is not passing the daily quizzes listed each week, then they need to study more on the current skills/information being assessed. The grades on the final assessments for each unit will normally be quite similar to the daily quiz grades preceding.
Tests
It is my normal practice to have a review worksheet for the students to complete before each major test. These worksheets offer a preview of the skills that will be assessed on the test, and the last chance to work out any problems with the material while we go over the answers to the worksheet in class. If your student is not completing these reviews before the test, you will likely see lower test scores. Since major tests account for 60% of the entire grade in this class, it is crucial to pass. More importantly, a passing score on a major test will indicate that your student has successfully learned the preceding material.
