    Advanced Algebra & Statistics
MATERIALS:
All students are required to bring the appropriate supplies to class everyday. Refer to the supply list for details.
CALCULATORS:

Students should be able to use a graphing calculator. The instructor will utilize the N-Spire (by Texas Instruments). A TI-84 (which is included as part of the TI N-spire package) will suffice for the learning goals of the course. While purchase is not required, I strongly encourage students to acquire their own personal calculators as they will be using these particular calculators for their remaining high school math courses, as well as Georgia and National assessments (such as EOCT’s, SAT, and ACT).  There may be an extremely limited supply of TI-84 calculators that can be checked out in the same manner as textbooks. However, these typically are provided to advanced courses and upperclassmen first.
For any form of assessment, the teacher reserves the right to clear the memory of students’ calculators.  Any storing and/or passing of test/quiz answers or other material not allowed for the test (e.g. formulas, algorithms, etc.) constitutes cheating and will be punished according to Student Handbook Policy.

TEXTBOOK and Consumable Workbooks:   McDougal Littell: Math 3
This course utilizes two textbooks as supplements to instruction. The textbooks are the property of Kell High School.  Students will be assessed a replacement fee for the loss of assigned textbooks.  Students returning damaged textbooks will be assessed a fee for any abuse of the textbook. Consumable workbooks may be provided as needed.
ASSIGNMENTS AND HOMEWORK:

Assignments are given daily and might be graded for either completion or accuracy.  To receive credit, a worked out solution must be shown for each problem.  Solutions show all steps and are not merely answers.  You must attempt ALL of the assigned problems.  Completion assignments will be given a zero for less than half completed, a 50% for more than half, and 100% if all problems are attempted. 
QUIZZES:

Quizzes (announced and unannounced) will be given at the teacher's discretion. Makeups are not required for missed quizzes.

TESTS:

A test will be given periodically to assess students’ levels of mastery of the subject matter. If a student misses a test due to an excused absence, the student is responsible to make arrangements with the teacher for making up the test.  Makeup days will be posted and announced.  Any test, which is not made up before the next test is given, will automatically be recorded as a grade of zero!

REMEDIATION AND REASSESSMENT: Students are expected to meet criteria of 70% mastery in each unit. If a student fails to do so, they will be given an opportunity for remediation and reassessment. In order to earn this opportunity, students must have also 1) completed 90% of homework/classwork in the unit, 2) participated in remediation opportunities, and 3) completed test corrections for the original unit assessment. Reassessments will only be offered the Tuesday following the reception of the results of the original unit assessment. Students who fail to take advantage of the reassessment on the assigned day forfeit the opportunity to improve their grade for that unit. The grade earned for taking a reassessment is determined as follows:
· If a student earns a grade greater than 70, they will receive a 70 for the unit assessment or the average of the original and new assessment, whichever is greater.

· If a student fails to earn a grade of 70 or better, they will receive the original score or the average of the two assessments, whichever is greater.
