Tutoring is available for students who take notes, complete homework and are on task in class, most mornings at 7:45. (
This course will help you to more thoroughly understand how and why things function and move the way they do.  Physics is a lab-oriented course that includes topics related to matter, energy and their interactions.  Emphasis is on conceptual understanding, problem solving, laboratory application of skills to a mathematical application of the theories and laws governing the interactions of matter, energy and the forces of nature.

Goals: 

*  to become a life-long learner
*  to not memorize information, but analyze and apply what is  learned to real-life 
    scenarios
*  to appreciate that learning is not always easy, but is truly worth the effort
*  to value the meaning of the inequality: work input > work output

*  to place greater significance on gaining knowledge than on a  numerical grade
Homework: Expect it! Be proactive and keep up with your assignments. Time spent each evening on homework as well as studying material previously covered in class will be required for you to truly be successful in Physics.  Assignments will be provided via the teacher website, from your text book and in the form of handouts. Assignments will be periodically checked, either for accuracy or completion. Unannounced homework quizzes will be given; therefore, complete homework assignments on a daily basis and be sure to ask questions or come in for tutoring if you are confused.
Laboratory Experiments: Physics is very much a lab-based class; therefore, attendance is essential, as some laboratory experiments are difficult to complete alone. At the end of each class period you are expected to return all materials to their proper place and leave the classroom clean and orderly.  
Plagiarism: All work completed for a grade, must be completed by the student wishing to receive the grade. This includes, but is not limited to; laboratory write-ups, homework, tests, projects and papers. Plagiarism is the use of another author’s (student’s) words or ideas without giving credit. It is a form of stealing that will not be tolerated. Data obtained during a lab experiment will be shared with your lab group. All other portions of your laboratory write-up must be in your own words. If any portion of an assignment is plagiarized (copied), a zero for the entire assignment will be given to all parties involved and the act will be noted on the students’ permanent discipline record.

Computer Use: The computers in the classroom are to be used during class as lab equipment. They are not entertainment devices and may not be customized by individual students. Students may not turn on computers, download or install programs or alter default settings, unless instructed to do so by their teacher.  Misuse of computers is a serious offense and may result in loss of computer privileges in this class as well as in other classes.  
Assignments completed at the beginning of class on the due date will not be accepted.  Copying another student’s task will result in a zero for all parties involved.  

Rules & guidelines: READ CAREFULLY!!
1) School Planner to keep track of everything both in and out of class. 

2) Blue or black ink pens or pencils. Labs must be completed in pen, not pencil. If a mistake is made, cross through prior information with one neat line; do not scribble, use white out, etc. Assignments completed in any other color will not be accepted.  

3) Scientific calculator. Graphing calculators are very helpful (though not required). During quizzes or tests, you must have your own calculator; calculators will not be provided by Mrs. Ingle and cannot be shared during or after the evaluation.  It is recommended that you retain an extra set of batteries in your book bag.
Make-up Work: According to school policy, one day for each day absent plus one additional day will be allotted to complete any work missed due to an excused absence. Keep in mind that if you miss a lab or a test it will have to be made up before or after school. Some laboratory experiments are impossible to make up due to the nature of the lab and an alternative assignment will be given in place of the missed laboratory experiment. Work assigned prior to an excused absence, and due during an absence will be due the day of return.  Remember obtaining missed assignments is YOUR responsibility; please see me before or after class to obtain missed assignments.
Evaluation:  Major tests will be given at the end of each unit/section. Your grade for this course will be based on the percentages shown below. Please note that you will not be eligible to exempt your final exam.

As a teacher I do not anticipate any problems from my students; however it is much easier to establish guidelines in the beginning.  Behavior from individuals that will interfere with the learning of others cannon be tolerated.  Students must realize that every choice has a consequence and that by making the right choices they will be rewarded over time.

Important Tidbits:
1) Responsibility!  You can easily break this term into two words, respond and ability.  You have the ability to respond to ALL situations as you choose. Think before you take action! Your actions speak more loudly than words and excuses are not accepted.

2) Respect is to be shown to your peers as well as myself at all times.  

3) Homework should be completed daily and homework quizzes will be given periodically - unannounced.

4) Quizzes will be given frequently and will not typically be announced, review nightly.

5) If you need help, speak up.  Chances are that someone else in class is also struggling, and would be grateful for a bit of extra explanation.

6) Tutoring: Please let me know that you are coming in early so that I will know to expect you. Come prepared with questions that you would like addressed. Tutoring is not available on the morning of a test; please plan and study ahead of time.
7) After tests are graded they will be reviewed in class with students; however I will retain the test. Students may come in before or after school to review the test in detail with the teacher and to receive additional help with any concepts that they are struggling with.

8) Should you choose to behave inappropriately in class you will be assigned a classroom detention from 7:45 am to 8:15 am, and a note will be sent home. Classroom detentions must be served within two days of being issued.  
9) Extra credit assignments. Being proactive from the start will ensure success.
