SUPPLIES:  Students will need a 3 ring binder, a calculator, pens/pencils, notebook paper and graph paper.

CLASS WEBITE:  The website should be checked regularly.

CLASS EXPECTATIONS:  Students are expected to bring their textbook, notebook, calculator, paper and writing utensils (blue/black ink or #2 pencils) to class each day.  Work is due on the day it is assigned, unless otherwise noted.  Late work will not be accepted.

LAB EXPECTATIONS:  We will perform 15-20 labs this semester.  All labs will be conducted in a manner consistent with the lab safety rules that are distributed at the beginning of the semester.  These rules will be re-emphasized at the beginning of each lab.  Students are expected to follow all safety rules when in the lab.  

HOMEWORK:   Students will have homework most nights.  Periodic Quizzes will be administered to confirm understanding of concepts.
TESTS:  Unit Tests will be comprised of multiple choice questions, open-ended problems and essays and will cover more than one chapter.  We will review concepts/problems before tests, and students will have an opportunity to review their performance again after the tests.  Parents/students may schedule a time before/after school to review tests with me.

FINAL EXAM:  Chemistry currently does not have an end of semester state wide end of course test. Students will be required to take a final accumulative final exam, which will count 20% of their final grade. Students may not exempt the comprehensive final exam.  

MAKEUP WORK:  The county policy for makeup work will be followed.  Only work missed due to an excused absence can be made up.  It is the student’s responsibility to check the class website or posted assignment calendar and obtain any missed work. 

TUTORING:  I am usually available before school (7:45-8:15) and after school Tuesdays & Thursdays. Any student who needs extra help is encouraged to come in for help.  Also, KMHS offers a before/after school tutoring program.  Information and forms are available on the school website. 
TARDIES:  The Kennesaw Mountain tardy policy will be followed – please refer to the student handbook. The Mustang handbook MUST be used for passes and should be brought to class each day!
STUDYING:  Magnet Chemistry can be a very challenging course.  Nightly studying and practicing problems will improve your grades.  I suggest at least 30 minutes each night, more before tests/quizzes.

ATTENDANCE:  It is important that students attend class regularly.  Because the class is taught on the block schedule, we cover a large amount of material each day.  
EATING IN CLASS:  Due to the risk of contamination from chemicals, no food or drink may be consumed in the lab area.
