Anthem Project
Assignment:  Create a map of the city described in Anthem.

Using a standard-sized poster board or power point presentation of two slides, create a map of the city in which the protagonist in Anthem lives.  If you use a poster board, you will create a visual representation of the city in the form of a map on the front.  Your map must contain ten places described in the novel.  The places may be specific buildings or general areas.  You may arrange them on your map any way you wish that fits your mental image of the city as you read the novel.  You may draw the places, cut pictures out of magazines, or download pictures from the Internet.  Each place must be labeled with a letter of the alphabet to represent it.  In the corner of the poster, you will have a legend with all the places listed by alphabet and the name given in the novel.  

Example:             



A.  Uncharted Forest



B.  The Tunnel



C.  Palace of Mating

On the top of the back of the poster board, you will create a Work Cited entry for the novel.  Go to www.easybib.com to create this entry.  Beneath the Work Cited entry, you will quote one or two sentences from the novel that describes each of the ten places on your map.  The entries on the back should be arranged as they are listed by the alphabet representing them on the map.  Put the quotes in quotation marks and use parenthetical citation to indicate from which page you got the quote.

Example:

A.  Uncharted Forest:  “Nobody ventured into the Uncharted Forest because it was certain death to enter the forest that was home to fierce beasts that devoured anyone who entered it” (Rand 198).  

B.  The Tunnel:  “……………………………………………….........................................

………………………………………………………………” (Rand 212).

Notice that the period of the sentence goes after the closing parenthesis. 

For those who want to create a power point, use no more than two slides.  Use the first slide to create your map of the city and the second slide for your quotes.  You may use animation or sounds in your presentation.  For example, if you would like to have he places appear on your map one at a time by clicking the mouse, you may do so.  Save your project to a thumb drive to bring to class.
