Odyssey Character Interview
You and one of your classmates will have to create a two-minute interview in which one of you pretends to be a character from The Odyssey while the other student interviews that character.  The one conducting the interview will pretend to be a reporter asking the character about his or her actions in the story, feelings about events that occur in the story, eye witness accounts about things that occur in the story, etc.  The presenters can choose to conduct the interview in class or videotape the interview at home and save it to a flash drive to be shown in class.  Extra points will be awarded for creativity and costuming.   

Interview Requirements:

· The interview must last at least two minutes.  Points will be deducted if the interview is shorter than two minutes.  Practice the interview with your partner several times to make sure you meet the minimum time limit.

· The interviewer must ask at least five questions that cannot be answered with short answers but must be explained in detail.  

· The questions must be relevant to the plot of the story.

· The content of the interview must be appropriate for school.
· Teams may sign up for a character while they are reading the poem and may not select a character that another team has chosen.  Characters will be assigned on a first-come basis.

· The teams must choose to create an interview based on one of the characters below:

2. Penelope

3. Telemachus

4. Poseidon

5. Athena

6. Polyphemus

7. Circe

8. Lotus Eaters

9. Antinous

10. King Alcinous 

11. Eumaeus, the swineherd

15. Some other character not on the list that you clear by me first
