To Kill A Mockingbird Museum Exhibition

You and your class will collectively create a museum exhibition about the Great Depression and the Civil Rights issues that are associated with the novel.  You will be assigned one of the topics listed below.  Your presentation must adhere to the following instructions.  

1.  You must have one or two physical objects that are associated with your topic.  If it is not obvious how the item is connected to the topic, you must explain it.

2.  You must explain how your topic is associated with a character, setting, event, or some other aspect of the novel.

3.  You must have two quotes about your topic from different sources and bibliographical information below each quote.  The quotes must contain a fact about your topic.  One of your sources must be from a print source or database.  (I will take you to the Media Center to learn about database sources.)
4.  You must have a picture related to your topic.  You must include the source where you got your picture beneath it.
All of the written parts of the assignment and the picture must be neatly presented on a poster board or tri-fold presentation board.  All of the text in the project must be in 20 font or larger so that people will be able to read the text from several feet away.  You will put your object or objects in front of the poster board at the presentation.
