        We’re on the home stretch for completing our Literacy Club Projects. The next Literacy Club project will be due on MARCH 30TH. Students will create a book jacket for a fiction book of their choice….
         Below are the explicit directions to help your child complete the project successfully…
BOOK JACKET COMPONENTS
Front Cover, Spine, Inside Left and right cover, Back Cover
(Suggested materials: Cut out cereal box – BE CREATIVE!)
Front cover features:


Generally the front cover features the title of the book in a clear and obvious way The letters stand out in some way from the other details. Please select from one of the following suggestive illustrations:

1.) One or more characters

2.) The setting

3.) A specific event

4.) An important symbol in the book

Book spine features:


This is the smallest part of the book cover. It is the first thing a reader sees when browsing a group of books. Your book spine must include the following:

1.) Book Author

2.) Book Title

3.) Book Publisher

4.) Student Name

Back cover features:


The back of the book can include any information that might interest readers in the book. You must include the following:
1.) A short summary of the book

2.) A “Book Review”- rate the book one out of five stars


(five stars is the highest and explain why you rated the amount of stars you did)
3.) Other titles written by the author

Inside RIGHT cover feature: (minimum two paragraphs/typed 14 inch. font)

Please include the following:
1.) An excerpt from your favorite part of the book (include page number)
2.) Make a connection to the book (Text-Text, Text-Self, or Text-World)

Inside LEFT cover feature: (minimum two paragraphs/typed 14 inch font)


Please include the following:

1.) Biographical note on the author (Information about the author of your book)

2.) Details about any awards your book has won. If your book has not won an award, create an award and explain the award in details. (i.e. Funniest Book Award)
This sheet will also be posted on my webpage. Remember: Prioritize and HAVE FUN!
