Dear Parents,

It’s time for our next Literacy Club project….Students are required to read a Newberry Award winning book and complete a Cereal Box Book Report. I anticipate that this will be an exciting project to complete ( 

 Below are the specific requirements for this project along with some really great Newberry Titles. Please check my webpage frequently for reminders about this project.

Cereal Box Book Report
Box Covering: Cover the cereal box with any material you wish (paper, paint, construction paper, fabric, etc.). Let your artistic talents shine through by making your project come alive! Suggestions: Fill you box with crumbled newspaper or tissue paper to give it more stability before you begin any work.

Front of Box: The front panel of the box is used for your title, author, and picture of the main character(s). Add details to reveal what you have learned about the main character(s) of the book. Presentation is very important, so do your best.

Back of Box: Illustrate a scene from your book on the back portion of the box (hand drawn illustrations only, no computer graphics). Pick a scene from the book that you felt was of importance to the story. Include a paragraph to explain in detail what your illustration is about.

One Side Panel A.K.A. (Ingredients): List the main characters in an organized fashion with a brief description of who they are and what they did in the story.

Second Side Panel: Write a summary of your book. Be certain to write and proofread your summary before you mount it onto the side panel of the box.

Top of Box: Write the title, author, publisher, year published, and your name on the top of the covered cereal panel.

Bottom of Box: Write your response to the book on the bottom panel of the box. Explain your opinion about what you thought about the book. Use your persuasive writing skills to get other students to read or not read this story.

Bonus: We all love finding a prize or small toy in our cereal. Design a prize for your cereal box that would somehow relate to the story. (Earn 5 extra points or 2 treasure box tickets – It’s your choice!)
Please Note: You may use the computer for any of the writing, but not for any of the illustrations. Pace yourself. This project cannot be done in one day. Have Fun!
