After selecting a book of their choice, each student will select a book report container. The container could be a plastic bag, a manila envelope, a can, or anything else that might be appropriate for a book. 

Students are to decorate their containers to convey some of the major details, elements, or themes found in the books. 

When the containers are complete, students will work on the contents of their containers. 

That includes the following: 
· Questions:

Write five questions based on the book. 

(Questions can be about general content, but must require more thinking.) 

· Vocabulary: 
Create a ten-word glossary of unfamiliar words from the book in ABC order. 

· Connections:
 Include five connections (text-text, text-self, text-world) to the story. 
*  
Evaluate:

In one paragraph explain what you have read, what you may have learned and explain why it is important to you.

· Summarize:

Write a one page summary about the book's literary elements – setting and main characters, problem AND resolution. 
· “The Five Things”

Select Five Items that you feel highlight the major points of the books. (i.e. For the book, “The Kid in the Red Jacket”, I would include a red jacket from a Barbie doll- to symbolize Howard’s  jacket; a baby rattle- to symbolize his baby brother; Gaylord, a one dollar bill- to symbolize the dead presidents that may have slept in his room….) SO THINK HARD AND BE CREATIVE!
The final part of the project is the student presentation. Each student will present their "Book in a…" project to the class. In the presentation, the student will explain their connections to the story and conduct a show and tell about the five things. 
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
