Discovery Quest Presentations

To address and assess Second Grade Performance Standards in the areas of Listening, Speaking, and Viewing, students will make a 3-5 minute oral presentation each month on a topic they choose from a list of content-related themes provided to them. 
Georgia Performance Standards:

· The student uses oral and visual strategies to communicate effectively.  (ELA2LSV1.b,e)
How to Prepare:
· Students will research and prepare for their presentations outside of school, but will be assessed in-school in the area of presentation skills: posture/eye contact, content, topic focus, preparedness, and enthusiasm. 

· Students will develop well-planned presentations that fully address one of the assigned topics and will maintain consistent focus throughout their presentation. 

· Students should gather their research from TV programs, the Internet, books, newspapers, encyclopedias, almanacs, and even family-based interviews.  
· Practice, practice, practice!!  Each presentation must be between 3-5 minutes long.    

What to Bring:
· Students will complete a Discovery Quest Planning Sheet, which is attached.
· Students may bring in notecards to help them with their presentation.  However, students should TELL the audience what they learned, instead of simply reading it. 
· Students must bring some kind of visual to share with the class.  Students in the past have made PowerPoint presentations, monologues from a character's point of view, paintings, alphabet books, posters, etc.  The sky is the limit--feel free to try something new.  This is the student's chance to shine!
