Invention Presentation

The following are the guidelines that you need to follow when creating the presentation that you will be giving in class and at the Invention Convention on April 20th.  There is no need to panic.  You have already have many of the components of this presentation complete.  Ready?  Here we go.

Your presentation must meet the following guideline:

· Your presentation needs to be between 3 and 5 minutes long.  

Your presentation must have all of the following: 

· Identify the problem that you are setting out to solve

· Explain what your invention is (GIVE ITS NAME) and what it does to solve the problem

· Describe what your invention looks like and how it works

· Tell what materials were needed to build your invention

· Explain why your invention is better than the technology or products that already exist

· Discuss the results of any testing that you did OR discuss the reasons why you were unable to test your invention

Additional components that will be figured in your presentation grade:

· You need to make eye contact with your audience

· Avoid “ums” and “uhs”

· Maintain good posture (stand up straight, don’t shuffle, etc.)
