Below is a sample of our school-wide behavior chart and the consequences. Every day, your child will start off on Excellent. If an issue arises with behavior the student will be warned to change his/her behavior. If the behavior persists the student will be told to move his/her clip. Repeated issues will result in the clip being moved again. The child will be encouraged to improve his/her behavior. A child who does improve his/her behavior will move his/her clip up.

	Consequence

	Excellent
	This is where every child will begin the day.

	Good
	A student’s clip is moved to “Good” after one verbal warning is given. Student will loose 5 minutes of recess.

	Fair
	The student will conference with the teacher to create a behavior improvement plan and parent will be contacted with a behavior note sent home or a phone call. Student will loose 15 minutes of recess.

	Needs Improvement
	The student is sent to the office and a phone call is made to the parent/guardian. Consequence to be determined by administration.


At the end of the day, students will record where their clip is on the behavior chart. Each student will set a goal for himself/herself of how many days (per month) their clip is on EXCELLENT. Students who achieve their goal will receive a Gator Gotcha at the end of the month. Your child will keep the behavior chart in his/her GATOR Folder. Please review your child’s behavior chart daily. At the end of each week, please sign your child’s behavior chart.
