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Grading Procedures





Each band student’s quarterly grade is drawn from the following areas using a point system.  The total for each semester changes based on the number of required performances.





CLASS PARTICIPATION - 10pts/wk X 9 wks = 90 pts Students will receive two points per day for their complete participation in the day’s rehearsal.  To earn the full points each day, students must have all necessary materials (instrument, reed, own music, folder, and pencil), participate in class (playing and listening), and having a positive attitude in the working environment.  Points may be deducted for neglecting to do the above, and for negative participation including talking, distracting others, and anything that inhibits the students own learning and the learning of the ensemble. 





PRACTICE (HOMEWORK) – 5pts/wk X 9 wks = 45 pts 


	As with any other academic class for a grade, 	students are required to practice at home (their 	homework for the class).  Students may take their 	instrument home any day of the week and bring it 	back the next day for class.  Students are 	REQUIRED to take their instrument home on the 	last day of school that week (most often, a 	Friday).  Students may be excused from taking 	their instrument home if they choose to practice 	before or after school in the band room for 15 	minutes, 3 days per week.  





PERFORMANCES – 50pts/performance X # = ? pts          Students will be required to attend all performances and concerts relating to the band class. Students will be required to attend all special rehearsals relating to concert band. Two weeks notice must be given and approved by directors in order to be excused from a performance or rehearsal. Please check “Performance attendance policies” to clarify what is and is not an excusable absence, and the additional penalties therein.

General Rules/Procedures





MORNING ENTRANCE:


	Students may return instruments to the band room 	beginning at 7:45 a.m.  Use the east doors to the 	new addition.  No loitering or locker stops.  Use 	the same doors to exit.





TIMELINESS:


	Students are to be in the band room by the tardy 	bell.  To excuse a tardy, a student must have a 	signed pass.  Two extra minutes will be given to 	get instruments and folders, and be seated.  





REHEARSAL BEHAVIOR:


	Students are expected to be quiet and attentive 	when the director is on the podium.  Brief time is 	given at points in the rehearsal to relax and talk.  	This occurs between tunes and when the director 	is not giving instruction. 





	Always walk, never run in the band room.  There is 	zero tolerance for horseplay when we are 	surrounded by thousands of dollars worth of 	instruments.  Any behavior that is dangerous to a 	person or instrument is an automatic detention.  	This includes rubber bands, and paper throwing! 	





FOOD/ DRINK:


	Food, gum, candy, or drinks are not allowed in 	the band room.  Automatic 30-minute detention 	for any of these in the room.





SUPPLY/EQUIPMENT PURCHASE:


	Band students may purchase reeds, oil, etc. in the 	band office either before or after a rehearsal.  If 	needed, an item may be charged.  Report cards 	will be held for unpaid debts.  	








	











Instrument Storage





Students are responsible for the proper storage of their instrument and folder.  The instrument cubbies in the middle school band room are assigned to students at the beginning of the school year.  Please remember:





Instrument cubbies are a privilege, not a right.  They are not your locker, and are to be kept clean.  The instrument itself is the only item to be stored there.  





Instrument cubbies are school property.  Defacing/ vandalizing a cubby in any way will be treated as defacing school property, and will be handled according to the student handbook.





Although the band room is locked during the director’s absence, students choose to leave their instruments in their cubby at their own risk.  The school will not be held responsible for damage or theft.





Folders will be stored with the instrument in the student’s cubby.  The folder cabinet will be utilized like a mailbox system for new music, materials, etc. back and for the between the director and student.  Please check your assigned folder slot each day.





Misusing instrument storage areas will result in the student loosing the privilege of its use.











	











General Rules/Proceedures- continued…





VANDALISM


	Students are not to mark in any way on chairs, 	stands, instrument cubbies, or any property of the 	school in any way.  Doing so is considered 	vandalism, and will be considered as defacing 	school property and will be dealt with according 	to the school handbook.





BAND OFFICE:


	The band office is off limits to all students except 	by special permission.  The computer there is not 	for student use.  The office cannot be used to 	travel between band and choir rooms.  Anything 	you would like Mrs. Houser to see can be placed 	in her “inbox” outside her door.














Any band student who is a repeat offender to the rules or cannot conduct themselves in a well-behaved manner will be subject to parent conference and/or dismissal from the band at the director and administration’s discretion.











Band Uniform





Each 7th/8th grade band member will be issued a red “polo” band shirt as a part of their uniform.  Each 6th grade student must acquire their own white dress shirt (polo or button down for boys, blouse for girls).  In addition, ALL band member must also provide their own black dress pants, black socks, and black dress shoes.  A $5.00 shirt rental fee is charged per student, paid before the end of the first quarter.  Band shirts damaged or not returned at the end of the school year will be charged a $15.00 replacement fee.

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Grading Procedures- continued…





PLAYING EXAMS – 30pts each X ? = ? pts                              Students will take playing exams throughout the year.  They will always be announced at least 3 school days in advance of the test date.  Playing exams are on material that we are currently covering, or have covered in class.  If the student practices at home regularly on weekends, really no further “cram practicing” should be necessary.


	Should a student not have an official “playing 	test” that quarter, they will receive the 30 points 	based on their demonstration of skills during class.





** Extra Credit opportunities-


A small amount of Extra Credit is available to make up points, say,  for a forgotten instrument, or no pencil, etc.  Most extra credit is in the form of coming in early to school and practicing for a set period of time.  Students can earn extra points too by participating, for example, in IESA Solo and Ensemble Contest (3rd Quarter), or other announced options.  Extra Credit cannot make-up points for a missed concert.





All one can ever ask of someone is their very best for that particular day.  This is what I expect of you.  The best you have to offer our team on each given day.





“But Mrs. Houser, I don’t care about my grade”:


That is your choice.  However, you also choose whether or not to be a productive, contributing member to this band.  If you don’t care about your grade, then care about the band in which you are a 	member, and act in this way.  Guess what- both yield the same behavior!  We will not foster those who do not care about either!!








Performance Attendance Policy





PERFORMANCE PHILOSOPHY


Performance is an integral part of course expectations and directly relates to classroom learning and instruction.  Attendance at ALL performances is necessary to finalize and complete the standard three-part arts cycle of create, learn, and perform, a component inherent in all performing arts courses.  Performance in the arts thus culminates the activity portfolio of classroom learning.  Group success in performance settings relates directly to individual student responsibility and achievement.





PERFORMANCE POLICY


All members are expected to attend every engagement in which the Band participates.  If you are unable to attend a performance, a parent must request excusal from Mrs. Houser at least two weeks in advance in writing (there is even a “Excused Absence Request Form” available in the band room and online for convenience).  Because nearly all performance dates are outlined by August (and in this handbook), sickness or deaths in the family are usually the only legitimate excuses for missing a performance.  Not having a ride is not an excuse.  Students who have an excused absence will have a written and/or playing assignment to complete.





An excused absence request does not mean that the absence will automatically be excused.  This matter depends on how long the performance date has been published and known, and the circumstances of the reason for the anticipated absence.  Absences to a performance that are deemed “Unexcused” receive two (2) days of in-school suspension in accordance with the school handbook, and the director reserves the right to determine student continuation in the Mayo band program.

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School Owned Instruments





A limited number of school-owned instruments are available for student use.  In order to rent one of these instruments, the student must check the instrument out with the Director in an Agreement which allows the student to use the instrument for a fee of $20 for each semester and no charge for summer use, with the stipulation that he/she is financially responsible for any damages or loss incurred during the rental period.  The rental fee must be paid by anyone using a school instrument. Students who play more than one rented instrument in a semester pay only one rental fee. The fee may be waived if the family can demonstrate severe financial hardship or if the student is playing a secondary instrument at the specific request of the Director to help the Band's instrumentation. An instrument rental form may be obtained from the Director.





School Instrument Care Rules


The instrument is either in your hand, in the case, or placed in a safe place within your section.


The instrument is to always be clean and in good playing condition (slides and corks greased, etc.)


No pop, candy, or gum at least 15 minutes before use of instrument.


All cases must be kept clean.  You are not to store folders, flip folders, drill charts, or anything else in the case except for the horn and its accessories.


No one else is to handle or play your school instrument besides you.  If this happens, your school instrument will be taken away.  You are not to play a school instrument that is not assigned to you.


No one is to touch the percussion equipment without permission.  Percussionists are to only play assigned instruments.


Instrument cases are to be carried properly by the handle.  No sliding, kicking, or dragging.

School Owned Instruments- continued…





Penalties for Infractions of these Rules


If your school instrument is confiscated because of rule infraction, there will be a $5.00 return fee.


If a disregard for proper care and safety is witnessed, you will not have the instrument returned to you.  It may be assigned to someone else.


If the instrument is confiscated more than once, then the student will lose the privilege of using a nice or new instrument.


There will also be a substantial loss of grade for infraction of these rules.  You are responsible!!!








Caring for Your Instrument





Your instrument is worth hundreds, if not thousands of dollars.  Whether you own our rent your instrument, we owe it to ourselves, the band, and our parents ($$) to care for our horn.  Daily maintenance will  help you avoid large costs that will eventually be necessary for poorly kept instruments!  Here are some tips to follow each day:


Woodwinds


General


Swab the bore after each playing session.


Periodically oil the keys.


Wipe the keys and body clean with a soft cotton cloth after playing.


Periodically check corks, springs, and pads for wear or damage, and for screws coming loose





Flutes-Do NOT mess with the tuning cork.  If you suspect something wrong, ask Mrs. Houser.


Clarinets and Saxes- Rinse the mouthpiece daily with warm water and avoid mouthpiece brushes.  Always have spare reeds.  Rotate them so that you have at least three broken in at a time.   Buy a reed guard and use it.  It will pay for itself within a few weeks.  Use cork grease to keep the corks in good  working condition.


Double Reeds- Soak reeds before playing on them to avoid cracks.





Brass Instruments


General


Empty water keys after playing by depressing and blowing a puff of air through the horn.  Empty any slides if necessary.


Run lukewarm water through the instrument at least once a week and give it a bath at least once a month.  Never use hot water.





Caring for Your Instrument- continued…





Never use brass or other metal polish on brass lacquer finish (shiny gold) instruments.  Use a clean cotton cloth and water to wipe instruments clean.  On silver plated instruments use a non-abrasive silver polish such as “International,” “Twinkle,” or “Wright’s.”


Use tuning slide grease on all tuning slides.


Periodically check corks on water keys to make sure that they are sealing properly.


  


	Piston Valve Instruments- Wipe of pistons and valve 	casing with paper towel and use fresh valve oil as 	needed.  Be sure fingers remain curved while playing 	so that the valve action is straight up and down.  This 	will avoid uneven wear on the pistons.


	Trombones- Use trombone slide cream such as 	“Super Slick” or “Trombontine” and a spray bottle of 	water on slide.  Do not use oil.  If trombone has a 	rotary trigger, use rotary valve oil.


	Rotary Valve Instruments - Use rotary valve oil.





Percussion





Avoid damage to heads by using the proper sticks or beaters for each instrument.


Become familiar with proper techniques of tuning and routine maintenance.  Keep instruments clean and dry.

Basketball-


The Mayo 7th/8th Grade Band plays for all home boys basketball games and most home girls games.  7th grade boys and girls are excused from performing with the band if they are on the team.  8th grade boys and girls perform with the band during the pre-7th grade game and half time performance and are 	excused at the conclusion of the 7th grade half-time performance.  6th grade band members are not a part of the pep band.





Cheerleading-


Cheerleaders will perform on their instruments with the band in the Honeybee Parade.  They may wear their cheer outfits if they are also going to participate in a separate entry later in the parade.  For basketball games, cheerleaders will perform with the band except during the national anthem and school song.  They may wear their cheer outfits.








Choir-


Students also in choir are responsible for all band performances, most of which occur with the choir.  Choir students attend band rehearsals Monday/ Wednesday/ Friday, and choir on Tuesday/Thursday.  They are responsible for all information missed in band during a choir day.  Their participation points for their grade are excused on Tues/Thurs.  6th grade band members cannot participate in choir during their 6th grade year, but may join in subsequent years.

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Performance Policy- continued…





Missing a performance without any prior notice whatsoever is not only unexcused, it is simply unacceptable.  To simply not show up lets the entire group down.  Except for in the case of extreme emergencies, missing without any notice will not only receive 2 days of in-school suspension, but will incur a parent conference and is subject to removal from the band program at Mayo.     





No Band Member is permitted to leave the performance before the group dismissal unless excused by Mrs. Houser prior to the performance.  





Regulations regarding rehearsals are also in effect during all public performances.  Each Band Member is personally responsible for all of his/her own equipment, whether school or personally owned.  





For all out-of-town engagements no band member may travel in a private car without the consent of Mrs. Houser.  





It is the responsibility of each individual Band Member to keep himself informed of all notices and scheduled events.





The director reserves the right to determine student continuation in the band program for any reason, at any time.














Travel


The Mayo Middle School Bands will travel mainly for Band Contests, Festivals, and Tours.  Be aware that travel is very expensive; band members are never asked to contribute to the cost of travel.


Transportation will be provided or approved by the school.  All members must travel with the band, unless otherwise excused in writing by the director.  When traveling on school buses, each Band member is responsible for placing instruments/equipment in the designated area for loading.  


All Mayo bus travel rules apply when our band uses transportation.  Most importantly, leave it better than what you found it, and have the utmost respect and courtesy while riding.  No cell phones allowed to be operated on the bus.





We are a representation of our school and our community.  Even one isolated incident by one person can affect the reputation of all that we represent.  Remember, you are a class act.  Never do anything that would have to be explained!  Always conduct yourselves as ladies and gentlemen.

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Eligibility





The Mayo Band operates in full ordinance with IESA guidelines and Mayo School Regulations.  According to both, in order for a student to participate in any IESA sponsored contest, the student must “be passing in all courses in which he/she is enrolled.”  Grade checks will be done one week prior to the contest, and are cumulative for the quarter in which the check is being done.  Both Mayo School and IESA take this very seriously.  In order for our band to function precisely as we rehearse it is imperative that students keep their grades up.  If there is ever any concern or worry, please communicate this to Mrs. Houser early on, and we will look for a solution.
