8th Grade Computer Vocabulary

1. Anchor Tag- In HTML, a link to another Web page.

2. Attributes- An addition to an HTML tag that modifies how the tag will work (placed inside the beginning tag)

3. Audience- The group of people for whom a Web site is designed.

4. Banner- A headline or test-art logo that appears across the top or along the side of a Web page (usually the name of the Web site)

5. Body Text- the part of the text that contains the main information. (Usually found in the middle of the paragraph)

6. Content Testing- Testing to see if the information is there and correct.

7. Design Document- A document whose purpose is to guide the production of a Web site.

8. Dpi- (dots per inch) A measurement of graphic resolution (72 dpi is a common synonym for screen resolution)

9. Ending Tag- Many HTML tags come in pair. (Usually has a slash (“/”) inside the angle brackets.) It completes the tag’s function.

10. Flash- A high impact multimedia creation tool for the creation of Web page content. (Macromedia)

11. Flowchart- A visual aid in understanding the organization of information’s “flow”. (Usually made up of boxes connected by lines, where each box represents a Web page or “chunk” of information.)

12. Focus Group- A form of testing or evaluation where you seek input from a group of people, preferably from your intended audience. (In this method, you have a group discuss their likes and dislikes while making notes.)

13. Formative Testing- Testing or evaluation conducted during production that is intended to improve output of the final product.

14. Functional Testing- Testing to see if the programming works.

15. GUI- (Graphical User Interface) A way of interacting with a computer using icons, windows, and a mouse.

16. Hierarchical Structure- A structure, like a pedigree chart, where a single entity has several children, each of which can also have children. 

17. Homepage- The main page around which all Web sites are organized in a Web site.

18. HTML- (Hypertext Markup Language) The set of tags in which Web pages are programmed.

19. HTTP- Hypertext Transfer Protocol

20. Hyperlinks- These allow users to click on specific spots in Web documents to link to another page, another website, or another spot within the current document.

21. Internet- This is like a mall of websites.

22. Internet Explorer- One of two major Web browsers used to view information on the World Wide Web created by Microsoft.

23. IP Address- (Internet Protocol) A unique number that identifies a computer on the Internet.

24. ISP- Internet Service Provider

25. JAVA- A programming language that creates programs called applets which can be added to Web documents using tags similar to HTML text.

26. Mosaic- The first Web browser that allowed pictures and sound to accompany text on a Web page, which was created in 1992 at the University of Illinois.

27. Navigation Bar- A series of hypertext links, usually organized horizontally or vertically on a Web page used to navigate a Web site. 

28. Netscape Navigator- One of two major Web browsers used on the Internet today which added to the powerful features of Mosaic (created in 1994).

29. Pixel- An individual tiny dot of light inside a computer monitor.

30. Table- A box in which you can place things to keep your Web document organized.

31. URL- (Uniform (or Universal) Resource Locator) The Internet addressing scheme that defines the route, or path, to a file or program used as the initial access to an online resource.

32. Web Browser- Allows users to interface with different operating systems and view information on the World Wide Web.

33. Web page- Any page created in HTML that can be placed on the World Wide Web.

34. Web site- This includes a series of Web pages that can be linked to other Web sites on the Internet (these are stored on Web servers).

35. XML- (eXtensible Markup Language) A widely used system for defining data formats. This provides a very rich system to define complex documents and     data structures such as invoices, molecular data, news feeds, glossaries, inventory descriptions, real estate properties, etc.
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
