Language Arts (Bagdon):  Students will work to differentiate between abstract, concrete, common, and proper nouns as we begin the noun unit.  We will also focus on the introductions for the persuasive essays.
Math (Hamman): This week in Mrs. Hamman's class we will create stem-and-leaf plots and learn how to analyze data.
