Language Arts (Bagdon): We will review this week for the Verbs Unit Test, which will be given on Friday.  Students will also finishing voting for their favorite poems in the Poetry Madness Contest.
Math (Hamman): This week in Mrs. Hamman's class we will continue exploring fractions.  We will also explore bar and circle graphs.  There will be a Unit 5 test tentatively set for next week. Students should use their journals pages and study links to review.
Math (CT): We continue to work on division, partial quotients, estimating distance and now 4.5: Division of Decimal Numbers. This section will help the students make large estimates and then determine what's reasonable between 2 numbers.  This reinforces estimation, but the students need to know ALL of their BASIC FACTS.  We will also work on 4.6: Interpreting the Remainder.  This will help the students as we learn to prove our division and also see that the remainder can be written as a fraction.
Reading (Bagdon): Students will present their Number the Stars Think Tac Toe Projects.  Mystery book projects are due Tuesday.  We will begin our next novel, My Brother Sam Is Dead later in the week.  This book will connect to the students’ upcoming study of the American Revolution in Social Studies.  The next book project on a student-selected book will be due on Tuesday, May 3rd. 
Reading (Wolff): This week in Mrs. Wolff's class there is a book project due on Tuesday. On Monday, the students will present their myth projects and we will review for a test on Wednesday. Then we will work on making a glossary for My Brother Sam Is Dead.
Religion (Bagdon/McClure): We will continue to reflect on the Stations of the Cross.  We will also begin the chapter on Reconciliation.
